Mohammad Saeed Al Makki of Jordan wins distinguished
personality prize

Abu Dhabi: Nine winners of the Sheikh Khalifa International Date Palm Award were
announced on Sunday, with Mohammad Saeed Al Makki of Jordan winning the
distinguished personality prize.

As many as 142 nominees representing 24 countries participated in the award,
enhancing the pioneering position of the UAE in serving the blessed tree all around the
world.

“This award was mainly designed to enhance the pioneering role of the UAE
internationally and nationally in developing scientific research of date palms and to
encourage workers in the sector of date palm cultivation such as, professors and
competent authorities,” said Dr Abdul Wahab Zayed, secretary-general of KIDPA, while
addressing a press conference in the capital yesterday.

“There is a significant increase in the number of candidates compared to the number of
the four last years at the rate of 24 per cent classified into five categories,” said Dr Hilal
Humaid Al Kaibi, member of the board of trustees and chairperson of the administrative
and financial committee of the award.

The first winner will be granted Dh300,000, whereas the second winner will get
Dh200,000 with a memorial trophy and a certificate of appreciation at a ceremony on
March 3.

The awards were given in five categories — research and distinguished studies in the
field of date palm cultivation and dates production, the best distinguished production,
the best development project, the best distinguished technology and the distinguished
personality.

Al Kaibi also pointed out that the category of research and distinguished studies
witnessed the highest participation.

Participation was not only limited to Arab countries, with about seven other countries
taking part in the award.

“At the level of countries, the secretariat general received participation from 16 Arab
countries such as the UAE, Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, Egypt, Syria, Jordan, and others, with
participation from India, Pakistan, Italy and USA,” Al Kaibi explained.

Many research and development programmes are in progress to produce and enhance
date palm varieties.

“Short films about date palm production will be prepared in order to raise awareness
about this blessed tree and those who work in serving it worldwide,” Dr Zayed said.



“In efforts to encourage the palm tree and its lovers, more than 41,000 palm trees have
been gifted by President His Highness Sheikh Khalifa Bin Zayed Al Nahyan to be
planted in front of schools and mosques within the UAE,” Al Kaibi added.

Al Kaibi also pointed out that an annual book of the award in its fourth session has been
published including all the activities which were carried out with the aim of encouraging
and qualifying national farmers of date palms.

Dr Mohammed Ali Mubarak Al Farisi of the Abu Dhabi Food Control
Authority was the only UAE representative to win one of the Khalifa
International Date Palm Awards (KIDPA).

He was the first winner in the Research and Distinguished Studies category
for his findings on Enrichment of Date Paste. Along with the laurels, Dr Al
Farisi will receive a Dh 300,000 prize.

This season’s winners were announced on Monday, and the award
ceremony will be held on March 3 in Abu Dhabi.

“The category of Research and Distinguished Studies scored the highest
percentage of participation,” pointed out Dr Abdelouahhab Zaid, Secretary-
General of the KIDPA.

Allin all, 142 nominees representing 24 countries competed in this fifth
edition of the awards, which has four categories, each with two winners, as
well as a Distinguished Personality category.

The top winner in each category, and the Distinguished Personality, is
awarded Dh300,000, while the second winner receives Dh200,000.

For the Research and Distinguished Studies category, second place went to
Dr Moulay Hassan Sedra from the National Institute for Agronomic
Research in Morocco for his detailed molecular and genetic findings related
to date palm cultivation and diseases.

The top winner of Distinguished Producers category is Muhalhal Jassim
Ibrahim Al Mudhaf from Gulf Palm Company for General Trading in
Kuwait, while the second place was withheld.

Dr Abdullah Mohammed Al Hamdan from Saudi Arabia was crowned with
the Best Distinguished Technology award for using controlled atmosphere
(temperature, humidity and light) to make fresh Barhi dates last longer.
Second place in the same category went to Amin Zouba from Tunisia for his
discovery of a new date palm growing medium.

First place in the Best Developmental Project category was awarded to Dr
Essam Abdullah Mawloud from the Iraq Ministry of Agriculture for the
rehabilitation of the date palm sector in Iraq. Second place went to Egypt’s
Dr Hamid Ibrahim Al Musli for his project of dissemination of small-scale
date palm industries based on the palm’s secondary products.

Healthy snack for children among UAE Date Palm Award

ABU DHABI // Furniture made from date palms and a healthy snack for
children were among the winners of this year's Khalifa International Date
Palm Awards.

Nine winners from eight countries were named today.

"Look at the diversity of the countries," said Dr Abdelouahhab Zaid, the
secretary general of the awards.

"Everybody is working on date palms. It's becoming more and more
important.

"We can also see the different aspect of technology, mostly biotechnology,
used to try to understand and explore new possibilities of using date palm
trees."

One of these was building furniture from byproducts of the tree. It won Dr
Hamid Ibrahim Al Musli, from Egypt, second place for best developmental
project.

"You can build a lot of modern furniture using the tree's leaves and skin,"
Dr Zaid said. "But rather than use a big factory, he got small-scale farmers
involved to provide the raw material, work on it in the village and sell it to
get the added value. It's a very smart idea."

Dr Mohammed Al Farisi, an Emirati from the Abu Dhabi Food Control
Authority, won first place in research and distinguished studies for his
project on date-paste enrichment.

"Dates as a fruit are not [widely] consumed by the general public, but we'd
like to introduce the idea that children, mostly at schools and growing
generations, go for dates rather than chocolate," said Dr Zaid. "However,
eating the same thing every time would be boring so we try to diversify the
product. One of them is paste that can be used in pastry and, with
processing, other products."”

It could eventually be used in schools across Abu Dhabi, he said.

A project to increase the fruit's shelf life using a controlled atmosphere won
Dr Abdullah Mohammed Al Hamdan, from Saudi Arabia, first place as best
distinguished technology.



"They have a large production of Barhi dates and there isn't much effort in
marketing," Dr Zaid said. "Farmers get very low return on it, sometimes
less than Dh1 per kilo."

The system allows partly ripened dates, which usually last seven days, and
fully ripe ones, which last three months, to be stored for up to six months.
That means more money for farmers.

"Storage of fresh fruits was a big problem," said Dr Hassan Shabana, a
date palm expert at Dubai's Date Palm Global Network.

"Marketing is also a big challenge. Prices of dates are very low compared
to other fruits but more projects are geared towards improving it."

Other projects studied issues such as early detection of disease.

Dr Moulay Sedra, from the National Institute for Agronomic Research in
Morocco, won second place in research and distinguished studies.

His project included selection of molecular markers for genetic diversity
analysis, cultivar genotyping, early sex detection and rapid screening for
resistance to Bayoud disease, a fungal infection that has destroyed more
than 12 million palms in Morocco and three million in Algeria in the past
century.

It also ravaged the world's most renowned varieties, particularly those that
produce high-quality and quantity fruit, while accelerating desertification.
The difficulty, said Dr Zaid, was that the symptoms — the leaves turn white,
leaving the tree unable to obtain energy from the sun — are not visible until
long after the fungus has taken hold.

A total of 142 candidates from 24 countries took part in the awards' five
categories. First-place winners will be rewarded with Dh300,000, while
runners-up will receive Dh200,000 at a ceremony at the Emirates Palace
hotel on March 3.
